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Settlement Agreement

1. CLAIM. Customer and Company entered into a Contract on April 29th, 2012 whereby Customer hired Company for hillside planting on property located at 12345 SW 111th Pl., Beaverton, Oregon 97007, in the amount of $2,845.00. Customer was dissatisfied with Company’s work. 
2. REFUND AND RELEASE. Company agrees to issue a partial refund of $1,422.50 to Customer in exchange for Customer’s agreement to a) void the ‘hillside planting’ portion of the Contract with Company  b) waive any and all rights to warranty work by the Company in this matter; c) waive, release and hold Company harmless against all known and unknown claims, demands, damages, attorney fees and other costs; d) waive any and all rights to suits, actions, claims with any agencies or other third parties, or against Company’s bond in this matter; and e) not to disparage, defame, or vilify the Company to any other person, agency, reporting agency, or any other third party regarding this matter.

3. WAIVER. The failure or delay of any party to require performance of any condition or other

provision of this Agreement, including this provision, shall not waive or otherwise limit that party's right to enforce or pursue remedies for the breach of any such provision or condition. No waiver by any party of any particular condition or provision of this Agreement shall constitute a waiver or limitation on that party's right to enforce performance or pursue remedies for the breach of any other condition or provision of this Agreement.

4. SEVERABILITY. If any court of competent jurisdiction finds any term of this Agreement

or of any other document or instrument referred to or contemplated in this Agreement to be

invalid or unenforceable, such determination shall not affect the validity and enforceability of the

remainder of the Agreement.

5. INTEGRATION. This writing contains the entire agreement of the parties at this time

and supersedes all prior negotiations, understandings, representations, and agreements, either

written or oral. All terms of this Agreement are contractual and not mere recitals.
